        Welcome by the Chairman        

 In attendance: Joanne Jones – Parish Clerk. County Cllr Michael Bond and District Cllr Bryan Hall.

 There were 5 members of the public present.

1. Election of Chairman and Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office
The Clerk asked for nominations for Chairman.  Cllr Cooke nominated Cllr Jenkinson to take on the role of Chairman, Seconded by Cllr Roseveare.  All in Favour.  Cllr Jenkinson was duly Elected and the Declaration of Acceptance of Office was signed and witnessed by the Clerk.  On behalf of the Council Cllr Jenkinson thanked Cllr Cooke for all his hard work whilst serving as Chairman and also thanked Parish Council members for electing him.  Cllr Jenkinson read an opening statement.
2. Election of Vice Chairman and Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office
The Chairman asked for nominations for Vice Chairman.  The Chairman nominated Cllr Roseveare to continue within this role, Seconded by Cllr Pizzey.  All in Favour.  Cllr Roseveare agreed to continue to remain within the role of Vice Chairman.  Cllr Roseveare was duly elected as Vice Chairman and the Declaration of Acceptance of Office was signed and witnessed by the Clerk.
3. Open Public Session
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow members of the public to comment.  There were no comments from members of the public present.
To receive a report from County Councillor Michael Bond 
 County Cllr Bond's report had been circulated to all Councillors prior to the meeting.  County

 Cllr Bond reported on five matters of concern relating to SCC.  He also stated he was well

 aware the floods had returned to Dallinghoo Rd and confirmed he had raised concerns

 regarding this matter to SCC Higher Level Management Staff.  The Chairman thanked County

 Cllr Bond for his report.

District

 Cllr Hall reported he was still awaiting a decision from Punch Taverns regarding the future of

 the George Public House.  He stated a meeting was due to be held on 16th June 2014 in order to

 discuss this matter further.  District Cllr Hall reported Flagship Housing had not yet come up

 with a date when the works to Deben Court would commence.  He gave details regarding the

 SCDC Enabling Grants and also confirmed he was still waiting to hear back regarding the

 proposed one hours free parking in all Car Parks.  Finally District Cllr Hall provided further

 details regarding Parish and Neighbourhood Plans.  The Chairman thanked District Cllr Hall

 for  his report.
       Cllr Biddle suggested the Parish Council should write to Punch Taverns immediately in

       order to ask them to provide a decision regarding the re-development of the George Public

       House.  It was Resolved Cllr Biddle would produce a draft letter to be sent.

       A report was given by Mr John Hoe.  John Hoe reported there had been 10 crimes since the last

       Parish Council meeting.  Concerns were raised by John Hoe regarding Wickham Market being

       taken off the SNT Current Priorities list.  There was a brief discussion and it was agreed Cllr

       Hawes would attend the next priority setting meeting and that the Parish Council would also

       write to Suffolk Constabulary in order to highlight to them the importance for the problem

       areas within Wickham Market to still be policed now they had been removed from this list.

       The Chairman thanked John Hoe for the report and reconvened the meeting.  Action: Cllr

       Hawes to attend meeting and Clerk to write to Suffolk Constabulary.

      9.2 To consider and Approve the 2013/14 end of year accounts
      The 2013/14 end of year accounts had been circulated to all Councillors prior to the meeting. 

      The Clerk gave details of the outcome of the internal audit.  The Chairman closed the meeting
      in order to allow Linda Merriam (Cemetery Clerk to comment).  The Chairman reconvened the

      meeting and Approval was Proposed by Cllr Wright, Seconded by Cllr Cooke. All in Favour.

      9.3 To Approve Sections One and Two of the Local Councils Annual Return
      The Clerk had tabled Sections One and Two to all Councillors to which she provided further

      details.  Approval was Proposed by Cllr Biddle, Seconded by Cllr Hawes. All in Favour. 

      9.4 To consider the Parish Council Insurance Policy Renewal
      The Clerk had tabled details of the quotes received from AON, Came & Co and Community

      Action Suffolk.  The Chairman informed Parish Council members that within these quotes

      amounts were included for the Play Area, Basketball Pitch and Skate Park.  There was a brief

      discussion and it was Resolved that the Parish Council would renew the Insurance policy with

      AON Ltd on a one year undertaking for £957.54, Proposed by Cllr Biddle, Seconded by Cllr

      Cooke.  All in Favour. 
      It was suggested that the Clerk should ask AON Ltd for a further reduction as the equipment

      added for this years policy had led to a significant rise in the premium. Action: Jo Jones.
      The Chairman suggested a sign could be erected at the Skate Park in order to remind users that

      they use this area at their own risk.  Concerns were raised by Cllr Biddle regarding maintenance

      of the Play Area.  The Chairman asked Cllr Roseveare to look into when the last Annual Play

      Inspection was carried out and when the next one was due.  Cllr Biddle also recommended 

      Councillors should look into any issues to be reported regarding the play area and it was also

      suggested that if any dogs were to be seen within the play area that Councillors should kindly

      request that dog owners respect the No Dogs Allowed within the Play Area Rule.

      Action: Cllr Roseveare to obtain information regarding Annual Play Inspections.

      9.5 To consider the renewal of WMFC Licence/Fee and correspondence received 
      A copy of the correspondence received from Wickham Market Football Club had been

      circulated to all Councillors to which the Chairman provided further details.  There was a brief

      discussion and concerns were raised regarding the Football Clubs' request for a longer licence.

      Cllr Biddle provided further details regarding this matter and confirmed the Football Club did

      not wish to be part of any of the Village Hall Restoration plans.  Cllr Biddle suggested a

      meeting should be held between Wickham Market  FC, The Parish Council and Wickham

      Market VHMC in order to discuss this matter further.  It was agreed the Clerk would schedule a

      meeting.  Action Jo Jones.
10. Parish Plan and Town Team – To receive an update on recent meetings held
      Parish Plan – The Clerk confirmed a meeting was due to be held in the near future to progress

      the questionnaires in order for an Extra-Ordinary meeting of the Parish Council to be held to 

      consider them before going to print.
      10.1 – To consider the Town Team Traffic and Parking Working Group paper

      The Chairman gave details regarding this paper and stated the aim of the paper is to push SCC

      to come and meet with representatives from the Town Team and Parish Council in order to

      enhance the suggested schemes stated within the paper.  The Chairman raised concerns

      regarding the Border Cot Lane area speed restrictions and confirmed this issue had also been

      highlighted to SCC.  The Chairman asked Councillors who witnessed any accidents or near

      misses within Wickham Market to report these to the Traffic and Parking Working Group.

      Cllr Ridd raised concerns regarding speeding within Broad Rd.

      The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public to comment.  The member

      of the public asked if Clerk had heard any further information regarding the future of the Glebe

      allotment site.  The Clerk confirmed she had received assurance from the Diocese this land had

      not been sold.  There was a brief discussion and whereby the member of the public asked if the

      Glebe allotment site had been registered as an Asset of Community Value.  The Clerk

      confirmed this land has not been registered as concerns had been raised regarding registering

      this land.  It was agreed that Allotment Rent Increase would be an agenda item at the July

      Parish Council meeting.  The Chairman thanked the member of the public for his comments

      and reconvened the meeting.  There was a brief discussion regarding future development in

      Wickham Market and it was suggested these concerns could be included within the Parish Plan.

      It was also suggested that WMPC could consider adopting a Neighbourhood Plan in the future.

      It was agreed that a map should be included within the Parish Plan to include areas being

      proposed for future development.  Cllr Ridd asked if the Parish Council had registered the

      George Public House as an Asset of Community Value.  The Clerk confirmed this building had

      not been registered to date as she was still waiting in the first instance for Punch Taverns to

      pursue this matter and offer to re-build before looking into registering this building further.
13. Cemetery Matters

      13.1 – To receive an update from the Cemetery Group 
      The Chairman closed the meeting in order to allow Anne Westover to provide an update

      regarding the recent meeting held.  The Chairman thanked Anne Westover and reconvened the

      meeting.  Cllr Wright provided details of a quote received for the repairs to the Bier Hut.  There

      was a brief discussion and it was agreed black galvanised steel or aluminium would be the 

      preferred material for the repairs.  Cllr Wright volunteered to obtain further quotes in order for

      these to be considered at the July Parish Council meeting.  Action: Cllr Wright to obtain

      quotes for the Bier House.  Anne Westover and Cllr Cooke to supply contractors details.

       14.1 – Wickham Market Village Hall – To receive an update from the Restoration

       Cllr Biddle confirmed the Feasibility Study had now been carried out, but concerns had been

       raised and therefore the VHMC had asked for further information to be provided as they

       had been disappointed with the Feasibility Study. 

      14.2 – Watering of Hanging Baskets
      The Chairman confirmed Alan Hammond had confirmed he could not carry out the watering for

      2014.  The Clerk confirmed that previously Suffolk Coastal Services had quoted £4,000 to carry

      out this task.  The Chairman reported other options had been looked into and confirmed the

      Clerk had been advised that Alan Hammond would be willing to provide this service for the sum

      of £2,000.  There was a brief discussion and it was suggested the Parish Council should write to

      the businesses in order to inform them this service would now be at a cost to the Parish Council

      and therefore ask kindly for contributions.  It was Resolved the Chairman would draft a letter to

      businesses and the Clerk would obtain a written quote for this work from Suffolk Coastal

      Services.  Subject to the quote from SCS Approval for Alan Hammond to carry out this 

      service was Approved Unanimously by the Council.  Action: Chairman to draft letter to

      businesses.  Clerk to obtain written quote from SCS.
      14.3 – To discuss the wall around the old water pump in the High St 
      Correspondence from Cllr Cooke regarding this matter had been circulated to all Councillors to

      which Cllr Cooke provide further details.  There was a brief discussion and it was Agreed

      quotes should be obtained to repair this wall.  Cllr Cooke agreed to liaise with the owners of

      Gambrelle regarding ownership.  Cllr Wright volunteered to obtain quotes for this work from

      the same contractors who were going to be asked to quote for the works to the Bier Hut.

      Action: Cllr Wright to obtain quotes.
      14.4 – To discuss and consider the naming of Wickham Market Railway Station 
      Cllr Biddle had requested for this matter to be included as an agenda item.  There was a

      brief discussion and it was Agreed the Parish Council would be in support for the renaming of

      this station to be Campsea Ashe Station in order for County Cllr Bond to take this matter

      forward.  District Cllr Hall stated he felt this station should be renamed to Campsea Ashe for

      Wickham Market to which he provided further information.  Cllr Biddle proposed the station

      should be re-named Campsea Ashe Station, Seconded by Cllr 
Pizzey, 3 in Favour, 7 Against.

      This Proposal was Withdrawn.  Cllr Hawes proposed this station should be renamed Campsea

      Ashe for Wickham Market, Seconded by Cllr Roper.  6 in Favour, 3 Against, 1 Abstention.

      Carried.  It was agreed the Clerk would inform County Cllr Bond of this decision.  Action: Jo
