In attendance: Jo Peters – Clerk to the Council & Cllr Dick Jenkinson.  There were no members of the public present.
1. To receive apologies for absence
There were none.
2. To receive declarations of interest
Cllr Margetts and Anne Westover declared a non-pecuniary interest as they are plot holders at the Glebe Allotment site.  Mick Miller declared a non-pecuniary interest as he is a plot holder at the Simons Cross Allotment site.  Cllr Jenkinson declared a non-pecuniary interest as he plays golf with James Holland (son of Simons Cross Allotment site landowner). Cllr Lawrence declared a non-pecuniary interest in item 7.2. 
3. To approve the draft minutes of the Committee meeting held on Monday 17th December 2018
A copy of the draft minutes of the Environment & Leisure Committee meeting held on Monday 17th December 2018 had been circulated to all members prior to the meeting.  These minutes were proposed for Approval by Josie Hopps, Seconded by Cllr Cooke.  All in Favour.  The minutes were duly signed by the Chairman as a true record of the meeting.
4. Matters arising from the Committee meeting held on 17th December 2018
Bus Shelter Timetable – The Clerk advised a second timetable case was required in order so that SCC could fit in copies of the full bus timetable.  Cllr Chenery confirmed that SCC were not providing bus timetables anymore and therefore it was suggested the Clerk should print the timetables and insert these into the current casing.  Action: Clerk to print bus timetables and insert into casing.

Casing for Lighting within the Bus Shelter – It was agreed the Clerk should make enquires to Shelter Solutions regarding casing for the lighting within the Bus Shelter as it was agreed this required protection.  Action: Clerk to liaise with Shelter Solutions.
Colour of Brickwork – Bus Shelter – The Clerk confirmed she had received complaints that residents didn’t like the colour of the brickwork to which she and Cllr Jenkinson gave details.  There was a brief discussion and it was agreed when the brickwork required repainting the Committee would consider changing the colour.  
The Clerk confirmed the No Smoking Signs would be put up within the Bus Shelter in the near future and CCTV signs were due to be ordered.
4.1 - Church Pightle Transfer and Trees on Church Pightle update 
Cllr Jenkinson confirmed the transfer documents now been signed and sent to Keith Wallace at Reed Smith.  Anne Westover gave details regarding a recent e-mail received from Michael Roseveare in respect of the trees on the Pightle and suggested a tree surgeon should now be contacted in order to ask for a schedule to be drawn up and a quotation obtained for any necessary works required.  It was suggested that SC Norse could be asked to carry out this work.
Cllr Jenkinson confirmed he would contact Sarah Eason again in respect of the damaged railings.  Action: Cllr Jenkinson to contact Sarah Eason.
4.2 - Village Sign
The Clerk confirmed that Adrian Clarke, Village Handyman is arranging for a shoe to be made by Riverside Engineering to which she gave details.  

     5.    Village Hall/Playing Field
5.1 – Skate Park 

The Clerk confirmed she had chased Shayne Plant, SC Norse and he had advised he had recently attended a site visit with the Contractor and they had agreed on materials to be used but are just waiting for the weather to improve before carrying out this work.

Cllr Margetts stated the gate at the far end of the play area needed repairing.  Action: Clerk to ask Adrian Clarke, Handyman to look into and make enquires with Riverside Engineering, if necessary.
There was a brief discussion regarding the zip wire surfacing and it was agreed the Clerk would ask Adrian Clarke to monitor this.  Action: Clerk to liaise with Adrian Clarke, Handyman.
      6.   Other matters

6.1 - Handyman - Programme and Outstanding Tasks
The Clerk confirmed Adrian Clarke had almost completed the clearing of Little Lane to which she gave details and confirmed he was then going to start on the Glebe footpath prior to the bird nesting season. 

The Clerk reported the slabs would be laid around the bin and tap areas at the cemetery in the near future.  She confirmed that Adrian Clarke now clears the bin area at the cemetery regularly to which she has received positive comments.

Anne Westover stated the hedge by the Muga needed attention.

Cllr Margetts raised concerns regarding the overgrown hedge on the High St opposite Yew Tree Rise and stated this was now encroaching the highway.
Action: Chairman to report to SC Highways.  Concerns were also raised regarding the hedge at Snowdon House.

6.2 – To consider and Approve CCTV Policy 
The Clerk confirmed CCTV had now been installed at Inspirations but the broadband needed to be updated to which Cllr Jenkinson provided details.  There was a discussion regarding the draft CCTV Policy and it was agreed this required strengthening to which Josie Hopps offered to assist.  It was agreed this policy would be approved on 4th March 2019 prior to the meeting with EDF Energy.  Action: Clerk to update CCTV Policy.
      7.  To consider any matters relating to the allotments
7.1 – Fly Tipping Sign update

The Clerk confirmed these would be ordered along with the cemetery dog sign.
7.2 - To approve Agreement to relocate the Simons Cross Allotment site 

There was a thorough discussion in respect of the proposed draft agreement.  Anne Westover raised concerns that no planning statement had been submitted with the planning application to move the allotment site.  Amendments to the draft agreement were suggested and it was agreed the request for a footpath link should be included within the agreement.  Action – Clerk to contact James Holland and refer him to the draft Neighbourhood Plan Policy.  Subject to the minor amendments discussed the Committee agreed the agreement could be signed.  Approval was Proposed by Cllr Biddle, Seconded by Cllr Cooke. All in Favour.  Action - Clerk to inform James Holland and request updated agreement be sent.

7.3 - Any other matters relating to the allotments 
Mick Miller reported Mr Robbie Gladwell had now taken on the role of Site Representative at the Glebe Allotment site.  Mick Miller confirmed he would continue to bring any matters in respect of both sites to these meetings.
8.   To consider any matters relating to the cemetery

8.1 – Dog Sign update

The Clerk reported she had received complaints from Adrian Clarke, Handyman in respect of dog fouling.  It was Approved the agreed wording for the sign would be used and the Committee would look into whether a bylaw was worth implementing.  

There was a brief discussion and it was agreed dog fouling was a problem throughout the village as a whole and therefore this matter should be considered in further detail at the April Committee Meeting.  Action: Clerk to contact SC Norse in order to enquire what can be done about dog fouling and also speak to neighbouring parishes Ufford and Rendlesham.

8.2 – To consider the draft Cemetery Regulations

This matter was deferred to the April Committee meeting.

8.3 – Any other matters relating to the cemetery 

Anne Westover gave details regarding the recent tree works carried out by SC Norse and confirmed the 3 conifers by the Memorial Garden were not pruned but still required attention.  She confirmed that one of the water butts had come away from the wall and required fixing to which Stephen Walker had agreed to carry out.

Anne Westover confirmed the barn owl boxes were now up.
The Clerk confirmed she had received confirmation from Andy Reeve that he would move his fence line within the next couple of weeks.  
The Clerk gave details regarding a request for a bench to be sited at the cemetery.  There were No Objections to this request.

The Chairman stated he was looking into Cemetery fees and this would be discussed at the April Committee meeting in order for a formal review of these fees to be carried out at the May 2019 Parish Council meeting.
9. Markets Update
The Clerk confirmed the date for the Summer Market was Saturday 17th August 2019.  She reported there had been fewer stalls at the weekly markets since Christmas but stated she was going to advertise this market in order to attract more stalls. 

There was a brief discussion regarding fees and it was agreed the Cheese and Pie man should pay the same as the other stallholders.
