In attendance: Joanne Peters – Parish Clerk.  There were 9 members of the public present.

1. Election of Chairman and Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office
Cllr Jenkinson asked for nominations for Chairman and stated that he was willing to stand again for this role.  Cllr Sanders nominated Cllr Biddle to which Cllr Biddle declined.  Due to there being no further nominations Cllr Jenkinson was duly Elected as Chairman.  8 in Favour, 
1 Abstention, 1 Against.  The Declaration of Acceptance of Office form was signed and witnessed by the Clerk.
2. Election of Vice Chairman and Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office
The Chairman asked for nominations for Vice Chairman.  The Chairman nominated Cllr Biddle for this role.  Cllr Biddle stated he did not have the time to take on this role.  The Chairman asked Cllr Chenery if he would be willing to continue in this role.  Cllr Chenery was duly Elected as Vice Chairman.  9 in Favour 1 Abstention.  The Declaration of Acceptance of Office form was signed and witnessed by the Clerk.

All Councillors present signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office and these were witnessed by the Clerk.
3. Open Public Session
Local resident Gloria Theobald stated she had attended the meeting on behalf of the Village Hall New Build Group regarding the date of the proposed Christmas Market.  She reported herself and the Clerk had met regarding the fact this market is being held on the same day as the Village Hall New Build Craft Fair and despite herself and the Clerk discussing this it had been agreed it would not work to which she gave details.  She stated herself and the Clerk had agreed to advertise each other’s events and confirmed in her view changing the date of the Christmas Market would work in both the Village Hall and Parish Council’s favour.
The Chairman gave his views as to why changing the date of the Christmas Market from Saturday 30th November to Saturday 6th December 2019 would benefit the Parish Council.  There was a formal vote and it was Unanimously Agreed the date of the Christmas Market would be amended to Saturday 6th December 2019.

Skate Park – A member of the public Master William Lawrence raised concerns regarding the recent closure of the skate park and stated that in his view along with his friends they would like to see it repaired and extra pieces of equipment made available.  Cllr Horsnell gave details regarding the quotation received from Brookes & Wood to repair the skate park.  Cllr Lawrence asked if a bowl would enhance the area to which the local resident confirmed this would definitely enhance the existing Skate Park.

Local resident and Committee member Anne Westover stated in her view the word Xmas should not to be used and reported the date of the Markets on the Wickham News website were incorrect.  She also suggested that District Cllr Poulter’s report could be made available on the Parish Council’s website.

Former Cllr David Howland asked as to why the Parish Council’s aims for the next four years were not on the agenda to which the Chairman provided clarification.
      To receive a report from Suffolk County Councillor Alexander Nicoll 

      County Cllr Nicoll congratulated new Councillors on being Elected.  He stated in his view he 
      could not support the proposed Sizewell C project and urged individuals to come forward and 
      state their views to EDF Energy to which he gave details.  County Cllr Nicoll advised more 
      public debate about matters that had not been aired was necessary and again urged Councillors 

      and members of the public to write to the local MP’s and the Newspaper.  The Chairman 
      thanked County Cllr Nicoll for his report.

      A member of the public stated she agreed with County Cllr Nicoll’s comments but asked where 
     the electricity is going to come from to which Cllr Nicoll provided information.  Cllrs Sanders 
      and Exton stated there were lots of other options for sourcing electricity to which they 

      provided examples.  Anne Westover reported on the meeting held with other Parishes in 

      Wickham Market Village Hall and confirmed only Stratford St Andrew Parish out rightly
      Objected to the proposed Sizewell C and urged Parishes with any issues to get these across at 
      the Planning Inspectorate stage.
      To receive a report from Suffolk Coastal District Councillor Carol Poulter
      Apologies had been received from District Cllr Poulter.   A written report had been submitted 
      and circulated to all Councillors.  

      To receive a report from Cllr Roper - Suffolk Constabulary Liaison Representative 

      Cllr Roper reported himself and the Clerk were attending a Safer Neighbourhood Team meeting 
      at Woodbridge Police Station on Thursday 16th May 2019.

The Chairman formally opened the meeting at 8:05pm

      The Chairman gave details regarding the transfer and reported there had been a delay in

      the completion due to a boundary issue that needed clarifying with De-Vere Care.  The Clerk 
      confirmed she had today liaised with Sunny Sandhu, De-Vere Care and he had assured her that 
      he would be sending the signed declaration back to Keith Wallace at Reed Smith.  The opening 
      event was therefore deferred until the transfer is complete.

      The Clerk reported to date she had 19 stalls booked for the Summer Market to which she gave 

      details.        
      The Clerk reported on the Weekly Market and stated that she hoped a few more stall holders 

      would be attending once the weather improves.
      10.2 – Replacement Printer Toner

      The Clerk informed Councillors of the cost details for replacing the toner for the printer at the 

      Resource Centre from Printerland.  The Chairman also provided clarification regarding the 
      printer and this cost.  

      10.3 – New Councillor Details

      The Clerk reported that Cllr French had e-mailed her to ask would Councillors object to their

      photograph and a short biography of themselves being displayed on the website and parish 
      notice board to show who they are.  There were No Objections to this request.    
      10.4 – New Cllr Training 
      The Clerk gave details regarding possible dates available for Jayne Cole from LCPAS to come 

      and provide some Bespoke Training.  It was agreed this training would be carried out on 

      Monday 10th June 2019 at 7:00pm.  The Clerk advised she just needed to check the Village Hall 

      Committee Room was available.  The Chairman closed the meeting to allow Pam Bell to 

      comment.  Pam offered the Parish Council the use of The Aspire Centre for this training.  The 

      Chairman thanked Pam Bell for her kind offer and reconvened the meeting.

           The Clerk had circulated quotes received from Brookes & Wood and Clarke and Kent 
           Construction.  Cllr Horsnell reported on the recent site meeting held at the Skate Park with 

      Alistair Parker from Brookes & Wood.  There was a discussion and it was felt that SC Norse 
           should not be paid for the work they have carried out due to the fact this has not been carried 

           out to the correct standard and has now resulted in costing the Parish Council.  It was also 

           felt that SC Norse should be compensating the costs to the Parish Council for the repairs to be 

           carried out and the Parish Clerk should write to SC Norse to this effect.
           It was agreed the Parish Council would obtain at least 2 further quotes for the repair works.  
           Once these had been received the Clerk would email them to all Councillors in order so the 

           contractor could be agreed via e-mail.  Action: Clerk to obtain 3 quotations.  It was also 

           agreed that further to the repairs being carried out that the E & L Committee would look into 
           ways the Skate Park could be enhanced. 
      The Chairman closed the meeting to allow Anne Westover to comment.  Anne raised concerns 
      as to why this matter was being discussed at this meeting and not at the forthcoming E & L 
      Committee meeting to which the Chairman and Cllr Lawrence provided clarification.  The 
      Chairman reconvened the meeting.  
      The Chairman asked permission to suspend Standing Orders in order to continue the 
      meeting.  This was Unanimously Agreed by the Council.

      The Clerk confirmed the Internal Audit had now been carried out to which she provided details.  
      A copy of the 2018/19 End of Year Accounts had been circulated to all Councillors.  These were

      12.3 - To Approve Sections One & Two of the Local Councils Annual Return  

      A copy of Sections One and Two of the Local Councils Annual Return had been tabled for all 
      Councillors.  Approval was Proposed by Cllr Lawrence, Seconded by Cllr Roper.  All in 
      Favour.

      12.4 - To review & Approve cheque signatories for the Barclays Current Account 

      It was agreed that a new mandate would be completed and the cheque signatories would consist 

      of Cllrs Jenkinson, Hawes, Cooke and Sanders. All in Favour.

      12.5 - To consider the Parish Council Insurance Policy Renewal 

      The Clerk had tabled details of the renewal quotations received.  Approval for the Parish 

      Council to renew their policy with Community Action Suffolk at a premium of £917.09 was 
      Proposed by Cllr Biddle, Seconded by Cllr Parker.  All in Favour.

      12.6 - To consider giving a Capital Grant to WM PCC towards urgent repairs needed to 
      the east wall of the Church 

      A copy of the correspondence received from WM PCC had been circulated to all Councillors 
      prior to the meeting.  There was a brief discussion whereby concerns were raised.  Cllr Biddle
      suggested the Parish Council should defer this matter for consideration until the next F & GP 
      Committee meeting.  All in Favour.  It was also suggested a Capital Grants Form should be 
      implemented.

      This was noted by the Council.    
14. Neighbourhood Plan Committee update
      The Chairman reported that 62 responses to the Regulation 14 Consultation had been received 
      to which he gave details.  He provided information in respect of the response received from 
      Andrew Dutton and referred to the land behind the Glebe Allotments.  He also reported on the 

      response received from Mr Hayward in respect of the land at Old School Farm and confirmed 

      after taking advice he had now written to Mr Hayward and also requested that AECOM look 

      into carrying out a site assessment on the land behind Yew Tree Rise.  
      The Chairman advised as a result of the responses received it had become apparent that several 

      residents felt the location for the proposed car park at Mill Lane was not suitable to which he 
      provided information including details of the advice received from Chris Bowden, Navigus 

      Planning in respect of this matter.  It was agreed the Chairman would provide access for all 

      Councillors to view the Dropbox folder.  Finally, the Chairman reported due to the outcome of 

      the responses received it was likely the Neighbourhood Plan would now be delayed to which he 
      provided details.

      The Chairman gave details regarding a Greenprint Forum that was due to be held at East Suffolk 

      Council.  Action: Clerk to inform Cllr Exton and ask if she wishes to attend. 

      The Chairman reported on a letter he had received from local residents regarding highway 

      matters in respect of Castell Close to which he gave details.

      The Chairman advised he had received an anonymous letter regarding Traffic & Parking issues 

      and to which he confirmed would be considered at the next T & P Working Group meeting.

      The Chairman reported the Ufford Punch Magazine wished to do an article on the Weekly 

      Market held on The Hill.  Action: Clerk to contact the editor of the Ufford Punch.
      The Chairman gave details regarding correspondence received from SC Norse regarding the 
      works to the church wall and confirmed that 6 car park spaces in the Chapel Lane car park 

      would be taken up by SC Norse whilst these works were being carried out.
16. Open Public Session
      A member of the public stated this meeting had taken far too long and discussions held could 
      have been more effective.

      A member of the public suggested the Parish Council could maybe go through a printing 

      company to purchase the toner for the printer in order to get these cheaper.
A member of the public gave details regarding the planning application for Lehmann House to 
extend their car parking provision but stated Objections had been raised.

The Chairman thanked Councillors and members of the public for their attendance and formally closed the meeting at 10:45pm

Proposal: Sub-division of ground floor office space to form one office unit, and one

The Planning Committee recommended Approval for this application and believed it complies with planning policy.  This application has been Withdrawn by the applicant.

Address: 214 High Street, Wickham Market

Proposal: Erection of single storey rear extension

The Planning Committee had several concerns regarding this application as follows:-
· There was no Planning Statement submitted with the application.
· The drawings are incorrect and include a building that is no longer present.
· Concerns were raised regarding lack of measurements within the plans and it was felt these were not clear as to how much the proposal would impact on the neighbouring property.

Therefore, it was felt more information should be submitted before the Planning Committee could make a formal decision in respect of this application.  This application has been Granted be ESC with 3 Conditions.

Address: 7 Castell Close, Wickham Market

Proposal: New Single-Storey extension to front elevation to add a porch and utility room.

The Planning Committee recommended Approval for this application and believed it complied with planning policy.  This application has been Granted be ESC with 3 Conditions.  
Planning Ref: DC/19/0561/CLE

Address: 5 The Drift, Wickham Market

Proposal: Lawful Development Certificate (Existing) - Like for like replacement windows and back door.

The Planning Committee recommended Approval for this application and believed it complied with planning policy.  This application has been Granted by ESC.
Planning Ref: DC/19/0613/FUL

Address: 200 High Street, Wickham Market 
Proposal: Conversion of existing commercial and residential property into 8 self-contained flats, includes layout parking to the existing rear yard.
The Planning Committee Unanimously Strongly Objected to this application.  This application has been Withdrawn by the applicant.
Planning Ref: DC/14/3579/VOC
Address: Parma Industries, 123 High St

Proposal: Variation of condition No 2 - C12/0853 - Erection of 11 residential dwellings (existing buildings to be removed) (Revised scheme)
The Planning Committee were impressed with the original proposals but concerns were raised regarding the new scheme as it was felt it did not offer an attractive boundary to the development.  The existing boundary is as per the retrospective planning application and is not yet acceptable.  The planting in the gardens needs to be enhanced and there needs to be an attractive in keeping edging to the flower beds to prevent the contents spilling out onto the pavements.  The pavements also need reinstating to match the original rather than the concrete that has been patched up and finally whatever edging detail is agreed needs to be carried out to across all four properties.  No decision has been made by ESC, to date.
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
